Best in Housing Awards Ceremony and Reception 
The National AIA Housing Awards program, presented by the  AIA Housing and Community 
Development Knowledge Community, was established to recognize the best in housing 
design and promote the importance of good housing as a necessity of life, a sanctuary for 
the human spirit and a valuable national resource. The AIA/HUD Secretary’s Awards 
recognizes excellence in affordable housing architecture, neighborhood design, 
participatory design, and accessibility. By recognizing the best in home design, the AIA 
Housing Awards program shows the world how beauty, safety, sustainability, and comfort 
can come together. 
 
Every year at the AIA Conference, the AIA, HCDKC and the Office of the Secretary of the 
Department of Housing and Urban Development team up to acknowledge the winners in an 
awards ceremony and reception. Architects and designer experts from leading firms in 
housing design, their guests, and other AIA members attend the event.
